POOL RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Pool Rules are intended to create a safe and enjoyable environment for all Association members.  It is the responsibility of each resident to see that these rules are enforced in order to maintain a safe area for the use of all.
1. The pool is for the use of Polo Fields Association members and their guests only.  Guests must be accompanied by a member.

2. Pool hours shall be from 10:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m. daily.  

3. Children under fourteen (14) must be accompanied by an adult at all times.

4. Bathing suits ONLY are to be worn while swimming.  Cut-off jeans and other street attire are prohibited.

5. Infants must wear swimming attire and be wearing swim diapers.

6. Running, pushing, and rough horseplay are prohibited in the pool area.

7. Throwing objects n the pool area is prohibited.

8. Glass containers of any kind are prohibited in the pool area.

9. Under no circumstances will pets, bikes or skateboards be permitted in the pool area.

10. Please dispose of all trash in the containers provided.

11. Adults are permitted two (2) guests.

12. Inflatables, such as rafts, etc. are prohibited.

13. Absolutely NO DIVING will be permitted.

14. Pool furniture must not be removed from the pool deck area.

15. NO LIFEGARD ON DUTY.  Swim at your own risk.

16. Violations of these rules and regulations may result in removal from the pool.

17. Due to the limited parking area, all members are encouraged to walk to the recreational facilities.

18. Polo Fields Association, Inc., its employees or managing agent shall not be responsible for any injury on the premises or for any losses or damage to personal property.

19. Excessive abuse of the aforementioned rules shall result in recreation privileges being revoked.  

20. Polo Fields Association, Inc. reserves the right to amend these rules and regulations as needed. 

The pool facilities may not be reserved for private functions unless it is a Polo Fields sponsored event.
